CHIROPRACTORS BREAKING THE LAW
REFORM ADVOCATES GO TO COURT SEEKING JUSTICE
Westville, CT | June 10, 2010 – Today Victims of Chiropractic Abuse, Inc. (VOCA) initiated a class action lawsuit against two chiropractic trade groups for willfully violating patients’ rights to know the health risks of neck manipulation prior to treatment, as well as for literally hundreds of violations of state laws with the intent to mislead the public. The action was filed in Hartford Superior Court by the law firm of Pattis & Smith, LLC on VOCA’s behalf.
“The time has come to hold chiropractors in this state accountable for their reckless and deceptive actions,” said Janet Levy VOCA’s founder. “The defendants and their members have deceived the public for their own financial gain while denying patients their rights and potentially putting people in harm’s way.”

The five-count lawsuit charges the Connecticut Chiropractic Council, the Connecticut Chiropractic Association and their collective members with knowing that neck manipulations are associated with strokes and can cause stroke but refusing to inform patients of the risks in order to maximize profits. 
In addition, VOCA accuses the chiropractors of employing a strategy of misrepresentations or omissions designed to mislead patients by violating state laws that require they clearly identify themselves as chiropractors in advertising, signage and other marketing materials when using the title of “Doctor.”
According to Levy, “The chiropractic trade groups and their members are trying to create confusion and misunderstanding by making it seem that they can perform services which are actually outside of their scope of practice.”
VOCA is seeking financial damages, an injunction forbidding the use of the deceptive tactics and other equitable relief, including but not limited to an order requiring chiropractors who have engaged in these deceptive tactics to pay appropriate fines.
